What does DOM stand for and give an example (or perhaps two) of how you have used the DOM in a lab or Project this quarter.
DOM stands for the Document Object Model. The Web browser builds the DOM tree as it reads the HTML page. HTML is always the root element. Head and body are child nodes of the HTML element. 'p', 'h1', etc., are all child nodes of the body element. 
In labs and projects, we have used  

document.getElementById('noun1').value to grab the data entered by the user into the textbox called 'noun1'. Document is the DOM equivalent of the 'body' element, so it looks in the body for the element with the id of 'noun1'.
