2. Demonstrate the following:

a. The required features of the Web interface: the week view, the event view, and the user view.

b. Any additional features of the Web interface.

c. The Web service.

3. Tell us the following:

a. What tools did you use (language, database, Web page generators)

b. One aspect that you found challenging in the project. Tell us how you solved it.

c. If you used any interesting techniques (e.g. transactions, stored procedures, other database systems than SQL server).

d. How did you divide the work. 

4. Be prepared to show the code, if asked for.

Turn in a short(one-page) description of your project containing the following:

1. Your names.

2. The project’s URL

· If you have a separate URLs for your ASP+ pages, service, and client, please turn in all 3 URLs

· If you implemented the whole calendar as a client to your web service, please state so.

3. Each team member’s responsibilities.

4. Which of the required features you implemented.

5. What additional features you implemented.

6. If you used any interesting techniques in your project, list them here.

7. Instructions for us on how to test the project: e.g. users’ names and passwords, or how to navigate if it’s not obvious. Please keep the project’s Website up until December 18.

8. Which weeks/dates are populated with events 

Note: All of the projects will be deleted some time after the end of the quarter—if you wish to save your code, please make sure you back it up.
