CSE 490ra Homework 4: Gestures and Recognition

Overview: In this homework assignment, you will be implementing handwriting and gesture recognition on the tablet.  This makes use of the custom hardware built into the tablet, so you will need a Tablet PC to test your code on.
Specifications: You will need to build form that allows for handwriting, gesture, and factoid recognition (e.g. numbers).  The simplest way to do this is to build a form with three panels, each handling a different type of recognition.  When the user draws on each panel, the program should output the recognition result onto the screen (via message box or maybe a label).  For factoids, you can just have the program recognize all digits, and for gestures, you can implement just two or three (please specify which one it is suppose to handle).
Hints and Suggestions: This assignment is pretty straightforward, the only thing is that you MUST HAVE A TABLET in order to test your code.  The TA will make some extra office hours so that you can come in and try your code, in case you can’t get your hands on a Tablet before the due date.  Have fun!
