Opening files from Linux on a Windows machine sometimes breaks the line
endings so it’s recommended you go with Vim, Emacs, or VSCode and use
SCP to transfer files to avoid that from happening.

How to Connect Visual Studio Code to cancun

Prerequisite: Before you start, you need to log on to your cancun account to create your home directory.

1. Download VSCode from https://code.visualstudio.com/Download

Download Visual Studio Code

Free and built on open source. Integrated Git, debugging and extensions.
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2. Click on the Extensions tab on the side (looks like three blocks with a fourth being added).
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4. Openthe command palette with one of the following:
a. F1
b. Cmd-Shift-P or Ctrl-Shift-P
c. GotoView tab at the top 2 Command Palette
5. Typein “Connect to Host” and select the “Remote SSH: Connect to Host...” option.
a. Itmay not be the first one in the list
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6. Type the path to ssh into cancun with your NetID, “[NetID]@cancun.cs.washington.edu” without the square
brackets or quotations marks, then press enter
a. Ifapopup appears asking “Choose a platform”, click on Linux
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8. Click on Open Folder
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9. Selectthe folder you would like to work in (the default should be your home directory on cancun).
a. Folders are nested so if the folder you want to use is inside another folder you can click to it as you
would cd using cancun
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10. You did it!
