• 30% of U.S. students have

• 70-80% are affected at some time 

by bullying1

• Effects last into adulthood1

• Most prevalent in middle school2

• User control and freedom

Usability Testing: 
Participants and Process

• UW students

• Protocol refined over time

• Biggest problems: creation screens,
navigation, tutorial comprehension



Testing: Results

Most significant changes

• Addition and refinement of tutorial

• Finalizing cohesion and vocabulary
• Action buttons
• Creation screens
• Improving workflow

• Final usability test was very smooth
