Assignment #1:  Grading Criteria
Part 1:  Bouncing Balls

For each ball...

  - Can we tell what it is?  Are the style of bounces similar to either a baseball or a ping pong ball?

  - Squash and stretch (used appropriately)

  - Arcs, good motion curves

  - Timing: appropriate number of frames on the ground without "sticking", how long it spends in the air, no oscillation

  - Roll: ball rolls in the air and on the ground, how it settles

  - Ball texture shouldn't prevent us from telling how it rolls

  - Clean playblast (no selection, no heads up display, no controls, grid is fine however)

Part 2:  Bouncing Ball With Character

  - The ball had life/character

  - The ball distinctly expresses one of the emotions from the list

  - Uses just one ball

  - Has to bounce

  - Good camera angle / clean playblast

Incorporates the following animation principles:

  - Squash and stretch

  - Arcs

  - Timing

  - Roll
